1. The electric system LEAC factor is increased from $0.222393 per Kwh to $0.236936 per
Kwh on all bills rendered from January 1, 2010 to March 31, 2010.

2. The water system LEAC factor is increased from $8.19 per Kgal to $9.08 per Kgal
effective on all bills rendered from January 1, 2010 to March 31, 2010.
